English does not even
have a suitable ending for future forms; Instead, we use auxiliaries like “I'm going to read read read read afternoon.A” or “I will read this book tomorrow”. Sometimes called copulas, connecting verbs are often forms of the verb to be, but sometimes they are verbs related to the five senses (to look, sound, smell, feel, taste) and
sometimes verbs that somehow reflect a state of being (to appear, seem, become, grow, turn, try, stay). What follows the connecting verb will be either a noun complement or an adjective complement: These people are all professors. Those professors are brilliant. This room stinks. I feel great. A win today seems unlikely. A handful of verbs that reflect
a change in the state of being are sometimes called resulting copulae. They also connect a subject to a predicated adjective: His face turned purple. She’s grown up. The dogs ran wild. Milk is acidified. The crowd has become ugly. “This is him”. A common question about connecting verbs concerns the correct answer when you pick up the phone and
someone asks for you. A correct answer would be: “This is him”. The predicate following the linking verb should be in the noun form (subject) i not definitely A”This is him”. Here is a short list of causative verbs, in no particular order: leave, help, allow, have, require, allow, motivate, get, do, convince, assume, assist, encourage, allow, employ, force. Most of them are followed
by an object (name or pronunciation) followed by an infinite: “Allows your pet to perch on the sill. He hired a carpenter to build a new birdcage.” Three causative verbs are exceptions to the pattern described above. He drove a new car.” Unlike most other languages, English has no flexed forms for the tense future. Instead, future English forms are created with the use of
auxiliaries: “He will be a student. He will drive a new car.” The Englishman can even create the future using the present tense, “the bus arrives later this afternoon” or the progressive present, “moves to Portland later next month.” For a full discussion on the future in English, click here. Progressive tenses, which indicate something to be or to
happen, are formed with the current participle module (which ends in -ing) along with various auxiliaries. “He’s driving. He was driving. He’'ll drive. He was driving. He was driving. Instead of saying, “She expected her grandparents not to stay”, then, we could write, “She expected her grandparents not to stay.” Sometimes, however, avoiding the infinitive split just isn’t worth it. There’s nothing wrong, actually, with a phrase like the He thinks this year he will be able to double his salary. The Oxford American
Desk Dictionary, released in October 1998, states that the rule againstInfinitive can generally be ignored, that the rule "is not firmly rooted and treating two English words as you can lead to embarrassing and stylish sentences". ("To go boldly," The Courant Hartford. 15 October 1998.) The opinion between British instructors and others who feel great
the language remains divided, however. Today's dictionaries allow us to divide the infinite, but should never be done at the expense of grace.
