teleport	instead	of	tp	for	readability.)Note:If	you're	wondering	where	the	"/"	is,	once	in	a	command	block,	the	"/"	isn't	necessary	as	it's	only	used	in	the	command	prompt	so	the	program	recognizes	it	as	a	command	and	not	the	player	speaking.Notice	that	the	coordinates	discovered	in	the	"Looking	at"	section	on	the	image	above	are	-37	8	-309,	but	the
command	put	in	the	block	is	-37	9	-309.
